Mazzi Milk Makes a Comeback

NAIROEI, October 4—Mazzi is back in the spotlight several decades after it first appeared on store shelves.
Sales of the sweetened milk rose 32 percent in September, according to results announced yesterday by Kamba Foods, the

company that makes the product.

“Traditionally, we have not invested heavily in Mazzi,"” said Kamba Foods CEO Roger Biwott. "The product was successful at

the start, but sales slowly stopped rising over time."

According to Sophie Oduya, a market analyst with Food Web Africa, Kamba Foods has responded to a regional trend. "More
and more people want something quick and easy that they can pick up at a supermarket or convenience store. It's no surprise
then that Mazzi has enjoyed strong sales.” In its original form, which is still available, consumers must add water to Mazzi

powder. The newly fashionable Mazzi comes in bottles, ready-to-drink.

Mr. Biwott credits the new Mazzi with helping to push Kamba Foods' total sales up by 4.1 percent for the year.
